2) Red Oak or Budget Maple (Our Standard)  NC
3) Ash, White oak, Euro Beech, or Natural Alder 10%
4) Natural Pecan, Birch, Select & Rustic Knotty Alder or Knotty Pine          16%
5) Hard Maple, Select & Rustic Knotty Pecan, or Natural Cherry                 25%
6) Select Cherry, Natural & Select Walnut, or Mahogany                              40%

Paint Grade (all wood): Mixture of maple, poplar, and birch. Woods usually have

Paint Grade (all wood)



Red Oak: Has a light to medium reddish brown color, though there can be a fair amount of 
variation in color. Has medium-to-large pores and a fairly coarse grain. It is a durable wood 
that is widely used in cabinets and furniture making. Stains excellent in all color tones.

Group 2 (Our standard) No upgrade charge

Budget Maple (Most commonly known as Soft Maple or Big leaf Maple): Unlike 
most hardwoods, the sapwood of the maple lumber is the most commonly used rather than 
its heartwood. Budget maple is a mix of both with color ranging from almost white, to a 
light golden or reddish brown. It has closed pores and a fine texture. Budget Maple is a 
durable wood that is best used when staining medium to dark colors.



Ash: The heartwood has a light brown color, though darker shades can also be seen. Ash 
has a medium to coarse grain similar to oak. Some common uses for ash include flooring, 
millwork, and baseball bats. Excellent in all color stains.

Group 3 - 10% upgrade charge

White Oak : Brother to the red oak, it has a lot of the same characteristics. It has a light to 
medium brown color, though there can be a fair amount of variation in color. White oak has 
medium to large pores and a course grain. Excellent in all colors of stain. Sometimes better 
to use than red oak when no red tint is desired.



European Beech: Has a light cream color with darker heartwood, something between 
maple and ash. Grain is short, mostly straight, with fine, even texture. Euro Beech is dense, 
heavy, and hard yet somewhat brittle due to its short grain. Stains well with light to medium 
stains. Can be stained darker with use of a conditioner.

Group 3 - 10% upgrade charge

Alder (Natural, Select, & Rustic Knotty): Tends to be a light tan to reddish brown; 
color darkens and reddens with age. There is no visible distinction between heartwood and 
sapwood. The overall grain pattern and appearance is similar to birch or cherry. It has closed 
pores, and a fine, even, and straight grain. This wood stains incredibly well, it is excellent in 
any color, though does tend to pull a reddish tint when stained. Sometimes referred to as 
California or Western Cherry.
